He is therefore aatborixed to issne to the officer commanding the troops, directions respecting their distrilnition and their employment on escort, and other duties rrquire^l for the safety and welfare of the colony.

Commanding officers are to refuse to allow subscriptions for testi-OMMiials in any shape to superiors on quitting the service or on being remove«l   from their  corps.     Every officer  will  be  held responsible should he allow himself to be complimented by officers or soldiers, who are serving, or who have servecl, under his command by means of pre«ients of plate, swords, &c., or by any oollective expression of their o]>inion.

       426. The «>ium.-uiding olGoerof adetaclmieut is vestvd with the full power of awarding auiuniary piiiiialinieut ncoorded to a com-nianaing officer of a corjie, but the couinuindiii^ otficer of tlie legiment or liattalion, if the detachment is serving in the name eumnmnd, or the officer commanding the gBrrison or station where the detachment may be, or other stiperior authority, may, bavinjr regard to the rank and experience of the officer commanding the detachment, if below the rank of siibatonlive major, mtriot him from the exercise of any or all of tlie powera of a comuuuidiiw •'iHcer. Nevertheleea, an officer commimaing a detachment ■>■*>', " iipcessity arises, act to the full extent of the powers of acommaaainp officerfor the maintenance of discipline notwithsUnding anj rnttric-tive order, but in such case he will immediately report his actios for the infoTiuatiou of the superior authority by whom such mftrk-tive otxler was made.

       427. The general officer commanding a district or station m*y-on the emuirkatioii of troops and on other special  occmuods, nasociate two or more detachments for the purpoees of disciplin», and place them under the command of one officer. In such oar* the giowera of the officers oommanding the several detachmenta to award summary |)uniihiiienta and convene regimental ooiut*' niurtial will, fur tlie time being, remain in abeyance.

       Ml  intervals not exceeding tliree months, care being taken that it is sperially brought to th(» notice of all recruits on joining. Con-«cuiient of venereal disease will be dealt with unaer S^tion 11 ^f the Army Act, and not under Sections 18 (3) or 40.

Attention is directed to Section 45 (4) of the Army Act  ^^^'^^^SLr If  the  account in writing therein mentioned, commonly termed the ^f*|||!l!li2iC **crime," is not delivered at the time, a verbal report to the same tAjMivvnr^ efleci b to be made. If the '* crime " is not received within twenty-  ^  "«*»«-" fo«r boors, the commander of the guard will either tJike steps for ptocurin^ it, or report that he has not received it to the officer to

       wboui his guard report is furnished, who, if the '*crime," or other evidence sufficient to justify the <letention, is not forthcoming, will, ml  the expiration of forty-eip;ht hours from the time of committal, enler the rtrleai«e of the nnsoner.        Military custody of private soldier.

       485. An officer under open arrest is forbidden to use his own or any other mess premises. He is not to appear in any place of amusement or entertainment or at public assemblies, and he i» never to appear outside his quarters or tent dressed otherwise than m uniform. An officer, when under arrest, will not wear sash, sword, belts, or spurs.

       436. It is not desirable, except where it appears that the arrest has been made through error, that an officer should be released from arrest by the officer who ordered the arrest, without the sanction of the highest authority to whom the case may have been referred.

       487.   An officer may be placed under arrest by a competent authority, without previous investigation, when circumstances so require; but a commanding officer on receiving a complaint, or coming to the knowledge of circumstances tending to incriminate an officer, will uot ordinarily place him under arrest until he haj» satisfied himself by inquiry that it will be necessaiy to proceed with the case, and report it to superior authority. He wiU invariably place under arrest an officer against whom he prefers charges. When an officer is placed under arrest, whether afterwards released or not, the commanding officer will invariably report the case without delay to the general officer commanding the district or station.

       488.  An officer has no right to demand a court-martial upon himself, or, after he has been releaised  \>y  proper authority, to persist in considering himself under the restraint of arrest, or to refuse to return to the performance of his duty. An officer who conceives himself aggrieved, can complain through the proper channel and seek redress under Section 42 of the Army Act.

       439.  Paragraphs 434 and 435 will also apply to warrant officers and non-commissioned officers, who will, if charged with a serious offence, be placed under arrest forthwith, bat, if the offence alleged appears not to be serious, it may be investigated and disposed of without previous arrest. In cases where doubts exist whether the offence alleged has been committed arrest may be delayed, without prejudice to any subsequent proceedings.

       440.  In the event of a barrack-warden or pensioner barrack-serjeant being guilty of an oflence in garrison or barracks, the officer commanding is at once to inform the officer in charge of barracks of the circumstances of the case, placing the subordinate under arrest only when the interests of discipline so require. If the offence is serious, the general officer commanding will assemble a court of inquiry, with instructions to investigate and record the circumstances of the case, and on receipt of the proceedings of the court of inquiry, he will determine whether to arraign the accused before & court-martial, or to suspend him from duty, pending a reference to the War Office.

       441.   Military custody in the case of a private soldier (not under sentence) means either the making him a prisoner at large, or the putting him in confinement under charge of a guard, piquet^ patrol, sentry, or provost-marshal. The accommodation usiially available in barracks for the confinement of soldiers under charge of a guard is :—

       1.   The Friso7ier^ Room  attached to a guard-room for the temporary detention of prisoners.

       2.   The Ouard'Room Cells  attached to a guard-room for the detention of prisoners who are to be kept apart.

       448. The keys of the priaonen' room and ^^turd-room cells are to Ije in the char^ of the commander of the gnard.

       448. A pri vate soldier chur^ged with a eerions offence will be placed in military cuKtody on the comminion or discovery of the offence. He i« not to be confined in the guard-room or cells for offences unaccompanied by drunkeniu'^y violence, or insubordination, unless confinement is necessarv to ensure his safe custody or for the maintenance of discipline, and the investigation of the charge may be held without his being confined. A private soldier against whom a charge for an offence is |)ending, if a prisoner at laive, will not quit barracks until his case has been disposed of. He wul attend panules, but will not be detailed for duty.

       444. A soMier in military ctmtody (not under sentence) may be Ttaporw ooouuiited, by an order signecl by his commanding officer on Form L. ||^f ^^ (m^  paragraph  di'})  for tem|x>rarv detention for any period nM  poUoTmb-exceeding seven days to any prison, |)olice station, lock-up, or lioa* *c. other pUce of confinement in which prisoners may legally be cr»nfitie«l.

       446. A private soldier who disobeys an onier distinctly given, or SoidiOTt« resists the authority of a non-commissioned officer, is to be confined J^ ^^ without altercation, and immediately reported to the officer com- oflcen. manding his coronany, &c., or to the adjutant.   When a non-commission^ officer nas to confine a soldier he will invariably obtain llie assistance of one or more privates to conduct the offender to the gnard-room, and will himself avoid in any way coming in contact with him.   Except in canes of personal violence, or when on detached dntica, lauce-conionils and acting bombardiers with less than four TfAm* service will not confine private soldiers, but will report the offence to the onlerly-serjeant, who will act as the circumstances require.

       446.  A pri%'ate soldier who is dnmk is, if possible, to be confined Fur Anii^ alone in the prii«>neni* room <ir a guarrl-room cell. Soldiers on being "~ confined will lie searche<l an«l <leprived of knives or other weapons. tMdiers oonfine<i for drunkenness may be deprived of their boots, except when the weather is cold, aiicf they are likely to suffer in oonse<iuence, and are to be viiiite<l and their condition ascertained at least every two hours by a noncommissionefl officer of the guard and an escort. ShoiiM any symptoms of serious illnesn Iw olisenred. a medical officer is forthwith to lie sent for. Soldiers suspected of being drunk are nut to lie put throu;;h any drill or tested for the puqMMr of ascertaining their condition. (\ire is to be taken that a sohlier charged with dninkenneMi in |M*rfectly solier before he is brtfught lirfore an officer for investigation  u{  tli<* charge. For this nar\Mme  twenty-four hours sliould usually U* alloweil to elapse before tlie investigation.

       447. When a soldier makes a confession of desertion, or of having c« committe<l an offence in relation toenlistnient, aiitl theinvesti^tiou ^^ cannot imni«NliAtely  Im*  conipleteil, he nee<l not be nuule a fmsoner  I^^Zimisi pending inquir}'. But if at the time of the crmfeMtion, or sub* iiiUMsft. seqaently, he  is rliarge«l ^ith any offence, he may lie confined,

       Inyeatlfatton of Charraa.

       451. The inventigfitioii of clinrgea will be carriod into eff«ct in the manner preatri&il in the Hun's of I'nxsdure. Every oSioar who does not aunuuiLrily disiNiae of a charge which he iiiveatix>tcs will i;ajrefuily avoid any expression of opinion aa to the guilt or innocence of the person charged.

       463. The charges for otrruces of uou-comminioued officers and °° soldiers committed to military cuHtody will be entered in the guMtl report by the commander of the guai-d aa  huoii  as he receives ili« Dnnw. The charge for an offence of a uou-eomniisaioned uffioer or soldier will be iuvesti^ted by the uflicer lunimanillug tlta company,  &c.        478.  In dealing with simple drunkenness unconnected with another offence, confinement to barracks should only be added to a fine when the circumstances are such as to increase its gravity. Imprisonment should never be awarded for an instance of dmnkoi-ness not triable by court-martial, except when the amoanl of unpaid fines for dnmkenness recorded against a soldier ia tOi. and upwards, in which case a commanding officer should aubatitale imprisonment or some other punishment which it ia in hia power to award.

       479.  Fines which cannot be recovered from a aoldier'a pay an not to 1>e recovered from any other source while he remaina ia army ser\'ice. Subject to this regulation, the daily dednotioii on account of a fine or fines recorded against a soldier will be limited only by the provisions of the Army Act and the *' Financial Instructions'' as to the residue that should be paid to him.

       Ccurta-Martial.

       480.   Under the Army Act, the jurisdiction of courta-nuutial in respect of the trial of different ofifences is unrestricted, and it will be observed tliat, except where a particular course ia  p r e ec ri bed by the regulations, it is not imperative to try any. offence by comi-martial. In cases not specially provided for in these regulaAiooBi the discretion of officers competent to deal ^'ith any charge ia left unfettered.

       481.  A superior officer to whom a case is referred may deal with it as follows :—

       (i.) He may refer the case to a suj^erior officer; or (ii.) He may direct the diHix)sal of the case summarily, or by

       regimental court-martial; or (iii.) If he litis i>ower to convene a district court-martial, he may

       482.  The officer r«?f erred to in para;?rapli 4^1 as " a superior officer* is not more clearly defined, as hia position and rank depend upon the varying conditions of service. It rcKts with general offioera commanding to dctenniue to whom charges shouM be referred which cannot be disposed of without reference to higher authority, and they may, if tliey think fit, reserve such ciines, either wholly or in I)ai*t, for their own consideration.

       483.  An olfence punishable with death or penal servitude should not be disjKJsed of sunnnarily, or by a regimental or district court-martial, except under the orders of an officer who has power to convene a general court-martial.

       1076. The method of embarking horses in boats or flats will ]J^^*"' ^ Tary according to circumstances. If the boats can come alongside bo^"&^ a wharf, or can approach close to an open beach, tfa% horses can either be lecl on board bj gangways, or be slung in the manner described above, sheers or a derrick being erected. The head of the derrick must incline inwards when the horse is rising, but when he is high enough the head of the derrick or sheers must be forced out, to bring the horse over the boat When the boats cannot come suflSciently near the shore to enable borses to be hoisted, piers or platforms should^ if possible, be constructed, along which the borses can be led into the boats. The piers should always be provided with stout side railings about three feet high, and the floor covered with shingle, straw, or something to prevent the homes slipping.

       1677. When embarking in boats, the detachment should be Qggrd^ formed up opposite them, and the same rules, so far as'  '^'^ practicable, followed as when embarkin|; in vessels alongside a wharf. Each man must, in the cavalry, invariably accompany his horse, and take with him in the boat the whole of his kit, equipment, saddlery,  Lc,  The men should take off arms, belts, and sparm. The horses shoukl, if possible, be placed athwart the boat aitemately, the head of one horse being on the starboard, and the head of the next on the port side. Each man must hold his horse until the vessel is reached, either standing up by the borse*s bead or sitting on the gunwale, as may be directe<L Sand or straw should  Im  put in the boats to prevent the horses slipping.

       1678.  In the alisence of lK>ats and appliances, the following method of embarking homes by swimming may be employed, but great care must be tiULen in carrying it out :—

       (i.) Ttie homes having been lialte<i at a short distance from, and out of sight of, the point of embarkation should be strip|>?d of all apftointnients except the bridoon and headstall, which latter should be close fitting.

A ro|ie of crm-▼enient length (about ci^ht yanln), with an eye at one end, is next passed ruuud the neck and fontenetl rather tightly (without pre ssi ng) by an overh.and knot, so as tu prevent its becoming eith**r looser or tighter. Tlie bridmin is then taken off, and anothc^r rofie attaches! to the lower ring of the headstall, under the chin. The use of this n»{>e is to keep the horse's mouth aliovt* the water, while he iit controlle<l altogether by the neck rofte.
